I heard back from our Policy Counsel, and she said that there was a bill, HB22-1390, released in 2022, which included:
"Repeals the requirement that a student who fails to complete a concurrent enrollment course must repay the amount of
tuition to the local education provider and repeals a provision permitting a local education provider to require a student

who receives a failing grade to repay the tuition amount of a concurrent enrollment."

The language from the "financial provisions" section of the concurrent enrollment law doesn't allow for reimbursement of
tuition, stating that the district will pay the tuition pursuant to a cooperative agreement.
